Learn a new telling of the Prodigal Son.

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t | dztat®@nrdent was meant to encourage believers to allow the grace of God to reshape their lives to the
things of God rather than the things of the world. This reshaping, or sacrificial living, was an act of worship
expressing their devotion to God. Authentic worship takes into consideration traditions, cultures, and
movement of Holy Spirit. How do we worship God? How do we offer praise to God that is dynamic and
contagious, worship that allows us to experience God, brings us closer in relationship with God, and allows
each person present to worship with integrity? Does worship change us? Whether offered by one or by
many, we offer our lives and our gifts as an expression of praise and thanksgiving, acknowledging there may
be times when we need to bring our grief and disappointment. However we come to worship, we come in
relationship to God who loves us and wants to spend time with us.

Worship is complex. Do we want to talk about God or to God? Listen to the words of our hymns and ask

place us in direct conversation with God? Notice the pronouns, notice whether there is a feeling of intimacy
with God. When we connect to God, worship moves to the vertical.

How does worship flow? Is it in separate acts or is it worship that flows allowing us to settle in and focus
on God? What is the mood of worship? Can we worship with a holy tension, allowing a holy silence after a
deeply touching song or prayer, or do we feel uneasy such that we need to break tension with nervous
remarks or some other expression? Clapping is controversial in any church. My thinking is God has no hands

worship? Worship may be experienced within a spectrum of cold conformity to outrageous spontaneity.

There are a variety of worship styles: traditional, contemporary, blended, and emergent or emerging.
Traditional has been as explained as announcements, three hymns, scripture, a sermon, and a prayer; all
clearly defined acts that break worship flow, and generally pastor led. Contemporary worship builds up to
almost 20 minutes of uninterrupted worship ¢ singing 2-5 songs in a row sometimes with a prayer offered with
music in the background. This may seem like a long period of time but consider that after rushing to church,
getting the kids settled in classes or the pews, it may take time to get focused! According to George Barna, in
GCKS 1FoAGa 2F |1 AIKE & cBufcReshéveiak 1643 20 miKudeNIDukiGetrépted & dzOO S
worship. Music is the glue of worship, whether played quietly under prayer and scripture, or setting the
tempo of the worship setting, it is uninterrupted.

Today, we have a whole new generation, searching for its own expression of faith. The emergent
generation worships in conversation/dialogue and through mission; and while labels may divide us [note the
SY2GA2y FGGF OKSR (2 & GeMérdank viofst2pyets firé sdeking 0 ByYR1 SPYOLI2ING KNBY
approaches, not only to worship but also in their theology and roles. Salvation is here and now, and in the
future; clergy and laity collaborate together; orthopraxy is more important than orthodoxy. [How we live our
lives is more important than what we know about Jesus!] Bono, the lead singer of U2 offered an observation
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Worship is complex, as we each approach God differently. Various services allow our varying needs to be
met, and our various expressions to be heard. If we are to survive the current spiritual malaise evident in our
culture we need to bring all our spiritual gifts and blessings. One size does not fit all! Thanks be to God, God
hears us all! 3
